Our house sparkling from the Loire Valley, made exclusivley from Chenin Blanc. Dry, mineral 
and fine, one of the finest sparklings from the Loire every year. The perfect way to settle in to 
some jazz. 

NV Taittinger 'Cuvée Prestige', Champagne, France 32
Family owned since its inception in 1932, Taittinger have long flown under the radar as one of 
the finest houses in all of Champagne. A longtime favourite of MI6 spies, this debonair wine 
goes perfectly alongside Baccarat, Aston Martin's and 00 Status.

BLANC

2019 Domaine Oudin Chablis, France 20
Since 2012, sisters Isabelle and Nathalie Oudin have been making stunning Chablis from 9.5 
hectares of organically farmed, low yielding old patches of vines. No oak present here, with 
the wines showing typical Chablis mineral line and length. The only thing missing is a plate 
of Oysters. 
 
2020 Forest Hill 'Block 2' Riesling, Mount Barker, Australia 16
Riesling from, wait, where? WA? Guy Lyons is a rockstar in this relatively young but recently 
hipster region. Typically Australian and dry, think lime curd and sour warheads, with acid 
that will have your mouth puckering and reaching for more.

2018 Noëlla Morantin 'Stella Maris' Sauvignon Blanc, Loire Valley, France 20
A variety that has no fence sitters, this is an example that will bring you to the light side of 
the Force. No additions, and 18 months on gross lees in tank, this is an excellent example of 
how 'Savvy B' can be a compelling drink. Green and grassy, but electric. 

2019 Sipp-Mack 'Tradition' Pinot Blanc, Alsace, France 17
The 'Chameleon' of the varieties vinified at this estate, named thus because of its ability to 
adapt so easily to any number of dishes. A vertibale bouquet of flowers on the nose, finishing 
with fresh peach and honeysuckle. Suitable for the dinner table or the picnic rug.

2018 Domaine Poultiere 'Tuffo' Chenin Blanc, Vouvray, France 16
Third generation winemaker, Damien Pinon, delivers this textured, mineral laden white. 
Heather, honey and dried tea leaves all wrapped around striking acid and a tiny helping of 
sugar to keep Mary Poppins happy.

2015 Clos du Gravillas 'Emmenez Moi au Bout de Terret' Terret Gris, Langeudoc, France 19
The Bojanowski's of Clos Du Gravillas have long been champions of minimal intervention 
and unheralded varities. Terret Gris has been in the Languedoc for millennia, but is almost 
unheard of. A darker hue than expected, but bright and mineral, and perfect alongside balmy 
evenings, barbeques and banter.

2016 Story Wines 'Westgate Vineyard' Marsanne, Roussanne, Viogner,  
Great Western, Australia 17
Planted at the request of winemaker Rory Lane, and amazingly the only representaion of 
these grapes in the entire region, this is a remarkable expression of these Northern Rhone 
varietals. Round, unctous, beeswax and ripe melon.

2020 Michael Hall 'Sang de Pigeon' Chardonnay, Adelaide Hills, Australia 18
Michael is a winemaker that can best be described as 'precise'. His wines always scream 
of purity, and above all, balance. You couldn't ask for a better example of classic Aussie 
Chardonnay, one that simply gets better after each glass.

WINE BY THE GLASS
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ROSÉ & ORANGE

2019 Savaterre 'Le Bon Vivant' Pinot Noir Rosé, Beechworth, Australia 19
100% Pinot Noir makes up this rosé, the first since 2015, from Keppell Smith's Biodynamic 
estate. Barrel fermentation has given this rosé structure, and the power of the fruit cannot be 
hidden. A Beast, but limbre and elegant enough to dance with Belle by candlelight. 

2020 Arfion 'Fever' White Blend, Yarra Valley, Australia 16
Kiwi Born Dave 'Bro' Mackintosh is the brains behind this eccentric, skin contact blend of, 
wait for it, Pinot Gris, Riesling, Savagnin, Chardonnay, Gewürztraminer, and Pinot Noir. A 
brilliant pink hue, followed up by rosehips, tangerine, glazed cherries, Turkish delight, the 
list goes on. Certainly an oddity, but delightful drinking for orange wine enthusiasts, or those 
looking to find out what the hype is about.

ROUGE

2018 Jean-Paul Brun 'Le Ronsay' Gamay, Beaujolais, France 16
A vividly aromatic Beaujolais picked in a single vineyard between the Morgon and Brouilly 
Cru villages. Lively, aromatic and coated in purple jam. Best enjoyed for breakfast, lunch or 
dinner. Santè.

2019 Domaine de Bellene 'Maison Dieu' Bourgogne Pinot Noir, Burgundy, France 20
Nicolas Potel isn't a name that everyone is familiar with in Burgundy, but that is quickly 
changing. Coming from the 'Vintage of the Century' in 2019, this is like freshly turned earth 
after rainfall, with the aromatic quality only bettered by the complexity of the fruit spectrum, 
from red berries to darker blackberry, all whilst remaining poised like a ballerina mid Swan Lake. 

2018 Agnes & Xavier Amirault 'St Nicolas de Bourgueil' Cabernet Franc,  
Loire Valley, France 19.5
Superb example of this classic Parisien bistro staple. Biodynamic farming from a family 
that are true masters of Cabernet Franc. Prominent blackberry, pepper, violets and a 
characteristically chewy palate. 

2017 Giovanni Rosso 'Langhe' Nebbiolo, Piedmont, Italy 22
While his neighbours may include Gaja, Giacosa and Conterno, Davide Rosso is now 
considered a superstar in his own right. Farming the Cru's of Cerretta and La Serra, this 
wine is made from the youngest vines at each site. Fine and detailed with roses, violets and 
raspberry. A Langhe Nebbiolo that would make many Barolo blush.

2018 Elian Da Ros 'le vin est une fête' Merlot Blend, Côtes-du-Marmandais, France 19
A disciple of Olivier Humbrecht, Elian was the first to make wine from this traditonal tomato 
growing region just outside of Bordeaux. Juicy, plump and showing just the hint of oak, the 
label says it all. "Wine is a party." This wine is a house party, and the dancefloor is pumping.

2019 Domaine Charvin 'Le Poutet' Côtes du Rhône Grenache, Southern Rhône, France 18
A domaine situated in the 'Hollywood Hills' of Chateauneuf du Pape, now considered one 
of the greatest names in Grenache today. Fermented and aged in concrete vats with cherry, 
strawberry and white pepper frame. All the quality of Chateauneuf, at half the francs.

2017 Ngeringa 'Hubert' Shiraz, Adelaide Hills, Australia 16
Team Hubert hand selects the barrels for this wine each year. Influenced heavily from the 
Northern Rhone, this cooler expression gives the best of French style with a hot lick of 
Australian soil. Black olives and spice for days.

2018 Clos de Gamot 'Le Gamotin' Malbec, Cahors, France 19
An ancient producer, reaching back to the early 1600's, whose philosphy hasn't changed for 
decades. Be good farmers and be respectful. Full bodied with cocoa, coffee ground, dark plums 
and brooding tannins. A taste of modern history.
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LES VINS PRESTIGIEUX

2012 Trimbach 'Cuvée Frédéric Emile' Riesling, Alsace, France 45 

A blend of two Grand Cru vineyards, Geisberg and Osterberg, Trimbach is an 

address that never fails to deliver. Producing some of the finest wines to come out 

of Alsace, Trambach’s Limestone and chalk soils offer power and drive, but also a 

nuance and precision only achieved through a centuries-long career in viticulture. If 

there were a family you’d hope to be adopted into, this would surely be it.

2018 Jean-Marc Pillot 'Morgeot' 1er Cru, Chassagne-Montrachet Chardonnay, 

Burgundy, France 68 

With an annual production of just 60,000 bottles, Jean-Marc has been in control 

of this family owned estate since 1991, producing quality wines from entry level 

appellations to what are undoubtedly the jewels in the crowns, his 1er Cru's. 

Hauntingly aromatic, mineral, pure, etc etc. You know the hyperbolic sommelier 

spiel. The only thing of real importance that could be said is that this is a wine you 

need to try.

2018 Robert Chevillon 'Vieilles Vignes' Nuits-St-Georges Pinot Noir,  

Burgundy, France 65 

A warm vintage has given more immediate 'Fruity' character to the wines from this 

historic estate, year by year amongst the very best in Burgundy. 5th generation 

brother Denis and Bertrand are custodians of the vines here, with their father 

Robert, whom the Domaine is named after, are meticulous in this often unsung 

region in the Côte de Nuits. 45 year old vines give power, and density, and 20% new 

oak have the wines singing.

2015 Château Phélan Ségur Cabernet Blend, St Estephe, Bordeaux, France 72 

From one of the more heralded vintages in the last decade, a glimpse into the 

potential of truly great Bordeaux. Mostly Cabernet Sauvignon, supported by 

its sparring partner Merlot, this effortlessly switches gears between power and 

restraint, a hallmark of great Bordeaux. Cassis tobacco leaves, sandalwood, this 

wine is firing on all cylinders, and starting to roar like Lewis Hamilton down the 

back straight of Silverstone.

2019 Tyrrell's 'Old Patch' Shiraz, Hunter Valley, Australia 60

The Hunter Valley’s cult producer. A jewel in the crown of New South Wales wine 

region, Tyrell’s sacred sites are revered above all others. And, to quote Jane Tyrell 

herself, it’s ''for bloody good reason!'' - a sentiment we’d have to agree with. This is a 

vineyard planted in 1857, with vines rooted as deeply into Australia’s wine history as 

the clay soils it grows from. Medium bodied, cool blue fruits and dusty tannins, you 

can see where the not-so-quiet confidence comes from.

JOHN RUSSELL
Impressionist Painter

Born in Sydney in 1858, he moved to Europe in his teens 
with the 'first wave' of Australian artists to head in that 
direction. First living in London, then Paris, where he met 
Vincent Van Gogh, who he would remain friends with for 
many years. Stylistically his paintings pushed the boundaries 
for abstraction and colour, influencing the works of Claude 
Monet, Henri Matisse, and his good friend, Van Gogh. In 1907 
his wife died of cancer, Russell buried her beside the house 
and, stricken by tragedy, burned 400 of his own paintings. 
Auguste Rodin later despaired at the destruction of his works 
and wrote to Russell ‘One day you will be placed on the same 
level as our friends Monet, Renoir and Van Gogh.’ He is now 
known as ‘Australia’s Lost Impressionist’.
